Corrections Instructions, Round Two
Due Tuesday, February 12
This time, you will turn in a list of the errors you were not able to fix in Round One and their corrections.  Staple the original essay with my underlining and comments to the list.  
1) For each error, copy the section number, look up the name of that type of error, and copy it as well.  Then copy the sentence with the error without correcting it.  
2) Next, type “Correction:” and then a corrected version of the sentence. 
3) Next, type “Explanation:” and then explain in your own words how you fixed the problem.

4) Next, for each numbered error, complete one related online exercise.  Log in to Exercise Central at http://www.bedfordstmartins.com/exercisecentral.  You must be logged in for your work to show up in my records.  Click on the “Exercises” tab at the top of the page.  Read through the exercise categories looking for a category that matches your error.  Choose exercises that have an “M” or an “F” next to them because these are the exercises that the computer can correct.  Do not choose an exercise with an “E” next to it.  The categories may not match the Prentice Hall Handbook categories word for word.  Do one exercise for every error you are correcting.  You can repeat an exercise if you do not do well on it.  Click on “Tips” at the top of the exercise for help or re-read the Prentice Hall handbook. You must receive 80% or better on the exercise to get credit for doing it.  
Examples:

23b Pronoun reference error:  Each person who tries their best will succeed.
Correction:  Each person who tries his or her best will succeed.
Explanation: “Person” is singular and “their” is plural.
Exercise 425: “Choosing Correct Pronouns on ExerciseCentral.”  Received 80%.

57 Prepositions:  I really got excited on the book.

Correction:   I really got excited about the book.

Explanation: “To get excited on” means to get excited on top of something, like a table.  I looked up “excited” and found that you get excited “about” a topic.

Exercise 536: “Using prepositions after adjectives and verbs on ExerciseCentral.” Received 90%.
