	The introduction gives background information on the issue of global warming and the question of the developing world’s responsibility without including too many details.

	Body Paragraphs
	Each body paragraph focuses on a single, main idea that is stated clearly at the beginning in a topic sentence.

Each paragraph helps convince the reader of the thesis.

The author uses correct sentence patterns when introducing facts or  quotations.
