Course Description: A Survey of the Artistic Heritages of Asia
Spanning five millennia of Asian art history, the course explores the themes and beliefs that unify the arts of Asia as well as the diverse cultural characteristics that led to the development of national styles.  Students will learn to identify major works of art by pivotal artists and to place them in the context of the artistic movements and historical background in which they were created.  The course will also include opportunities to discuss, critically analyze, and write about art.  Course content may also incorporate themes related to special art exhibitions on view in the Bay Area.

Field Trips to the Asian Art Museum
Four visits to the Asian Art Museum are required.  The Asian Art Museum (www.asianart.org) is located in the Civic Center, at the corner of Larkin and McAllister.  Additional information (dates and times) is in the Course Schedule.  Admission is free on the first Tuesday of every month.  If your schedule does not permit you to attend with the class, you must visit the Asian Art Museum at another time convenient to you (the museum is closed on Mondays).
Course Requirements and Grading
Attendance and Class Participation (Graded│200 points│20%)
Regular and punctual attendance and participation in small group and class discussions are required.  Participation is graded daily, and attendance is taken every day.  Four absences, while not recommended, are “allowed.”  Students with more than four absences will be withdrawn.  (If unavoidable circumstances arise, please notify me, and I will try to accommodate you.)  You are responsible for the information you missed because of absence.  The following deductions will be taken: Late: ½ absence; Leave at any time during class: ½ absence; Lack of attention: 1 absence.
Exams (Graded│300 points│30%)
Three exams (all non-cumulative) will consist of identifying specific works of art shown in class (artist, title, period), labeling diagrams and defining terms covered in class, and short essays. Your knowledge of style characteristics and significance will also be tested.  (The format of the objective portion will be matching.)
Term Paper (Graded│200 points│20%)
The term assignment will be a term paper (about 5-7 pages).  The assignment will be handed out the third week of class.
Study Cards (C/NC│100 points│10%)
The study card assignment is to prepare study cards for each of the art works you are required to know for the quizzes.  (A list will be provided, and the images will be available on my web page).  Grading will be credit/no credit. Late cards will be accepted for half credit.  You will find these cards useful in reviewing and studying for the quizzes and final. You will also use the cards in class; you are required to bring them or the textbooks to every class.
Short Written Assignments/Exercises (C/NC│200 points│20%)
Short writing assignments will be done in class (on campus and in the museum).  These assignments will sharpen your writing, analytical, and visual literacy skills.  Grading will be credit/no credit on a three-tier scale.
Extra-Credit
Various group exercises will count as extra credit.  These points will only be credited if all required assignments are completed.

All reading assignments in the textbook are required.  You will not be able to pass the class unless you do the reading.

5. Due on the dates indicated.  Partial or late study cards 50% deduction.
