Part 1 – Early Recollections/Reflection

What is the first educational experience you can remember?

What is the specific situation?  Who was there?  Where did the event take place?  When did this situation take place?
Which grade do you remember most clearly in elementary school?

The chair?  The temperature?  The lighting?  The sounds?  The scents in the air?  The walls/boards/bulletin boards?  
Recall a specific assignment or piece of school work?  Was it a test, project or assignment?  Was it graded?  What was your grade or what feedback did you receive?  How did this feedback affect you?
Reflect on these experiences.  What effect do you think these experiences have had on your feelings about school and learning?
