CAREER RESEARCH USING EUREKA

After completing the Myers Briggs Type Indicator and the questionnaire on choosing a major, another source of gathering information on potential careers is the EUREKA program.  EUREKA is a database of career information and it has many applications useful to students.
There are several self assessment components.  One can help you understand how your personality may influence your career choice.  It also my assist you learn how your skills may aid you in various different careers.  There is an Occupations Questionnaire which gives you a reality check in reference to the projected job market for each career.
It can help you plan your education by listing colleges and universities that fit your needs by offering the majors or programs for your selected career objective.  It helps you search for appropriate schools and gives information and descriptions of over 2500 schools.  Also, it can help you financially by helping you search for scholarships and financial aid awards.  It may also provide links to actual job openings.

EUREKA also contains a database of over 2500 titles and careers and occupations.  Each career lists 20 topics of information such as job descriptions, professional associations, types of places which hire for each job, national salary averages as well as California salary and pay averages and the employment outlook.
Your assignment is to use EUREKA and become somewhat familiar with using it.  Research three (3) careers or occupations and printout the following information for each of the three careers.  
· Click the icon for EUREKA on the computer desktop

· On the first screen, type your first name in the box at the bottom  

· Under the careers tab, click on occupations
· In the occupations box, click browse database.

· In the large left column, click on one career you would like to explore

· In the right column, check the following boxes:  

1. Duties and Responsibilities

2. Personal Characteristics

3. Work Environment and Physical Demands
4. California and Pay and Outlook
5. National and Pay and Outlook

6. Preparation

7. Educational Programs
8. Skills 

9. California Licensing
10. Places to Work
