LIBRARY ASSIGNMENT

Knowing how to use library resources effectively and efficiently to conduct research is necessary for all college students.  Development of research skills includes:  strategies to find, retrieve and select appropriate information; critical thinking skills to evaluate and synthesize information; and a format to present and document your information.  The skills are critical to your college success.  You must develop competency in these research skills including computer resources to complete assignments, write research papers or gather information for your personal use.  You will also need the skills taught in these workshops to successfully complete your research assignment for this class.
During the semester you will be required to complete library workshops:  A, B, C, D, and G.  They are free and will be offered at various times on various days to make scheduling easier for you.  Attend workshops early in the semester as they tend to fill quickly because many other classes also require these library workshops.
· Workshop A covers the use of the library online catalog to find information.
· Workshop B teaches the use of periodical databases for various articles.
· Workshop C covers basic internet concepts and basic search techniques.
· Workshop D teaches research paper skills and bibliography preparation.  
(Workshops D is only for students who have a research project due and you must bring a copy of your research assignment and your topic.  You must complete workshops B, C or W before attending workshop D.  
· Workshop W emphasizes advanced search engines features and citing web pages 

This class will have workshops D and W presented as a class on March 23, 2010.  Please attempt to complete Workshops A, B and C before this date.
You must complete Workshops A, B, and C independently.  After completing each of these workshops, you will be given an assignment which you must complete by performing various library research activities.  Once the library assignment is completed, you must return it to the library faculty to be corrected.  You will then receive a certificate of completion.  Bring the certificate to me to earn your 10 points.  If you do not have a signed certificate of proof from the library, you will not earn the points.

All certificates must be presented to me by May 13, 2010.  Library certificates will NOT be accepted beyond that date, and late coupons may NOT be used for these requirements.
