1. What is your major?  What is your intended career?

2. List 10 skills or talents you could do to contribute to others.  

3. What resources could you use to locate an appropriate project and site for your service learning project?  List 5 places or types of places to which you could contribute.  
4. Select one place for the purpose of this assignment.  Select a place where you could gain experience and insight and which would enhance your learning of future career skills and life experiences, as well as serve the community.  Call them and get information.  List the name of the organization, address, phone number, contact person.  What type of services does this organization provide?  Who is their target population to be serviced?  Why did you select this particular site?  

5. What would be your goal for participating in service learning?  What would you like to gain from your experience?

6. What would you be doing specifically?  List the job title you would have.  Give a job description.  What would be your duties, activities, responsibilities, etc?  List the skills you would need to begin this job.  

7. With what population would you be working?  How many people would you serve?

8. What would be the results or outcome of your service?  How would this experience help others?  Who would it help?  What impact would your service have on the community or population you serve on a long-term basis?  

9. How would this service learning project help you with your intended major or intended career?  How would this experience be of benefit to you?  List the new skills you would gain as a result of this experience.  How would this help you in your major?   How would this help you in your potential future career?

10. Do you plan to do this volunteer work or service learning activity?  If so, why?  If not, why?

For this class, you may volunteer to help others in the areas of reading, learning a language, preparing for a test, learning to use the computer or a skill directly related to master student topics.  You may select a volunteer opportunity for one day or one event only, or for an entire semester.  If you decide to do so, you may earn 10-25 points of extra credit in this class.  Get your volunteer time documented on the organization’s letterhead and signed by the volunteer coordinator or supervisor.  Submit by May 18, 2010 for credit.
