STUDY CARDS

Study cards are an excellent way for you to review information for quizzes, tests and examinations.  Using study cards also helps you separate what you know from what you don’t know.  A further description is given on page 107 in Becoming a Master Student.
Study cards are written on 3 x 5” index cards.  They are written with one question per card.  One question is written on the front of each card and the corresponding answer is written on the back side of the same card.  Also note the source for the answer (e.g., chapter and the page number where the information was taken from in the textbook or the lecture date).

The types of questions to be used for study cards in this class are short-answer questions/answers only.  The topics for questions/answers are from the topics covered in class (see Course Outline).
Study cards are to be submitted at the beginning of class by 10 minutes after class start time.  They are accepted only at this time on the due date.  Study cards will not be accepted after this time.   You are also responsible for retrieving your study cards by the end of class. Any study cards not picked up at the end of class will be left in the room or discarded.  Twenty-five (25) points are earned for each set of 25 study cards submitted on time by the due date and constitute a portion of your grade.  Less than 25 study cards will not earn 25 points.

Study cards must be on 3 x 5 index cards (no slips of paper) and must be bound with a rubber band (no paper clips).  Study cards in any other format will NOT be accepted.  Each set of study cards must be submitted with two identification cards.  Each identification card must contain the following information: YOUR NAME, CHAPTERS/LECTURE DATES, DUE DATE, NUMBER OF STUDY CARDS INCLUDED.
