ASSIGNMENTS

All assignments must be turned in on assigned due date to receive full credit.  If an assignment is turned in late, the grade will automatically be reduced by one letter grade.  Late assignments must be turned in within one week of the due date or they will not be accepted.  Late assignments are not accepted without an excused absence.  You may always discuss any absence with the instructor and receive prior approval to turn in assignments early. Homework Packets: You will be provided a homework folder.  You will be required to submit all assignments in this folder to receive credit.  There will be two homework packet submissions, refer to outline for exact due dates. 
Educational Autobiography: You will be required to type a 2-3 page paper about yourself
Resource Treasure Hunt: You will be required to find various resources around CCSF campus

Library Workshops: You will be required to complete Library Workshops A, B & C.  These workshops can be completed either online or in a 50 minute session in room R414 of the Library.

Journal Writing: You will be required to complete weekly journal entries.  Journal entries are focused on questions provided in each chapter.  Answer at least two questions per journal entry. There will be two journal submissions, refer to outline for exact due dates.  
Team Teaching Presentation: You will be assigned teaching teams to teach a chapter in the book not covered.  More information will follow.
Intercultural Event: You will attend a cultural event which is different than your own.  You will type a 2-3 page reflection paper on the event.  More information will follow.

Study Cards: On each quiz date, you will submit study cards.  Study cards are an effective strategy for you to study and review for your 4 quizzes.  Using study cards also help you separate what you know from what you don’t know.  Study cards should be written on 3X5” index cards.  They are written with one question per card.  One question is written on the front of each card and the answer is written on the corresponding back side of the card.  After reading the assigned textbook reading for each quiz, you will write 5 different questions, one question per card.  There will be 10 points awarded for each complete set of study cards submitted.  Study cards must be bound with a rubber band or paper clip.  Each set of study cards must be submitted with one identification card containing: Your name, chapters covered, quiz number and date.

Quizzes: There will be a total of 4 quizzes over assigned textbook readings.  Refer to outline for exact dates.  The purpose of each quiz is to reinforce the material covered in the textbook and class discussions.  All quizzes will be multiple-choice, true or false, and/or short answer.  Quizzes will be administered at the beginning of class so be on time.  There are NO quiz make-ups!  If you are absent or late on quiz days, you will lose those points.
Portfolio: You will develop a “College Success” Portfolio.  Please keep all materials administered in class.

Final Exam:  The final examination will be on your textbook readings.  It will cover all the chapters assigned this semester as well as those covered by the teams.  There will be 5 essay questions.
