3. Write and run the following Node.js script to understand the blocking concept in Node.js:

const fs = require("fs");

const data = fs.readFileSync("./hw1_test.txt");   // blocks here until file is read

console.log(data.toString());

console.log("Run after blocking process...");    // will run after console.log

4. Write and run the following Node.js script to understand the non-blocking concept in Node.js: 

const fs = require("fs");

fs.readFile("./hw1_test.txt", (err, data) => {

if(err) throw err;


console.log(data.toString());

});

console.log("Run while performing i/o...");  // will run before console.log
