Adding classes  
If you want to add a class, place yourself on the waitlist via the course registration process either online or in person at the Admissions & Records office.  Show up the first day of class and subsequent days, on time, with the required course text in hand, ready to get to work, with your admissions/registration information along with your add priority date, and a patient and positive attitude.  Put your name on the add list that is passed around class.  Adds will be taken via the waitlist as required by CCSF policy; nonetheless, I cannot recall the last time a student was not able to add if they had the course prerequisites and followed the required college procedures*.  However, we are limited by space, safety regulations, and class upper limits.  Students present on the first day of class will have top priority within the college system. 

*Class enrollments are 40 students.  In order to accommodate more students, I will add students beyond that limit until we have a class enrollment of 45.  Adding students beyond the class limit of 40 is my prerogative and hence based on the following criteria:  I will try to add those students most likely to be successful in the course.  I will add students based on their ability to demonstrate the prerequisite skills for the course.
