Installing over a Network

A faster technique: run the setup program from a shared folder
Requirements:
· Distribution server with a copy of the Win 2000 installation files
· Network client software to reach the shared folder

· Client computers must have an existing 685 MB or larger partition for a local copy of the files

· The temporary folder is named $Win_nt$.~ls

Automating the Installation Process

There are three ways to install Win 2000 Pro

· Using the Installation CD (or a network copy of the CD files)

· Imaging the hard disk using Sysprep 
· Remote Installation Services (RIS) images
Files Used for Unattended Installation
· Unattended text file also called an answer file
· Default name is winnt.sif

· Contains the information necessary to install Win 2000 Pro
· Uniqueness Database File (UDF) has the unique aspects of each computer, such as computer name, and it is optional
Using an Unattended Text File

WINNT /u:answer_file /s:source_path
WINNT32 /unattend:answer_file /s:source_path

1. Make sure your machine is booted up and that the Win 2000 installation CD is in the CD drive.

2. Explore the CD and navigate to the ENGLISH\WIN2000\PRO\I386 folder.

3. Double-click the UNATTEND.TXT file
4. Read the options on pages 39-48 in the textbook and memorize them.

1. Explore the installation CD and navigate to DEPLOY.CAB in the ENGLISH\WIN2000\PRO\SUPPORT\TOOLS folder

2. Make a folder on your desktop (or anywhere else you can easily find it) named DEPLOY

3. Double-click the DEPLOY.CAB file and highlight all the files in it.  Right-click and select Copy.  Right-click your DEPLOY folder and select Paste.  You should see seven files, including setupmgr.exe.

4. Follow the instructions in the textbook, from Pages 50-62.  Look at the screen images to see the correct choices to make as you run the Setup Manager Wizard.
5. Open the folder the wizard created (usually C:\win2000dist)
a. Compare it to the ENGLISH\WIN2000\PRO\I386 folder on installation CD

b. Notice the $oem$ folder that is used for additional files copied during installation
c. Open the unattend.txt and unattend.bat files and examine them

Remote Installation Services (RIS)

RIS can install Win 2000 Pro from a Win 2000 Server to clients throughout an enterprise from a central location

· RIS can only install Win 2000 Pro, not Win 2000 Server or any other OS

RIS Server Requirements

· RIS can be running on a domain controller or a member sever

· RIS requires Active Directory, DNS, and DHCP services to be present on the network (not necessarily all on the same server)
· RIS must be installed on an NTFS partition that is not the server’s boot partition, and it must be large enough to hold all the RIS images
· There are two types of RIS Images
· CD-based image contains only the Windows 2000 Pro operating system
· Riprep image is based on a preconfigured computer and can contain Win 2000 Pro and applications
· RIS uses .sif files (a version of the unattend.txt file)

RIS Client Requirements

· The client must have one of these configurations:

· Follow the NetPC standard for PCs

· A network adapter that can use the PXE boot ROM (booting from the network adapter)

· A supported network adapter and a RIS boot disk
· To create a RIS boot disk, run the Rbfg.exe program in the Reminst\Admin\I386 folder on the RIS Server.

· To start the installation, just turn on the client, press F12 to boot from the network adapter, and log on.  A list of available RIS images is displayed.
· The user who logs on must have the User Rights to create a computer account in Active Directory, and to log on as a batch job
Using the Remote Image Preparation (Riprep) tool

· Riprep can make an image of a workstation that includes Windows 2000 Professional and installed applications
· Riprep.exe is located in the Reminst\Admin\I386 folder on the RIS Server.

· Riprep removes all unique information from the computer, including
· Security Identifier (SID)

· Computer name

· Registry settings

Imaging Windows 2000 Professional Installs

Duplicating a hard drive directly is faster and easier than using the setup program
Each system must have exactly the same hardware

The Sysprep utility prepares a computer to be imaged, removing the unique information such as the SID
A third-party tool such as Symantec Ghost is needed to copy the image to another computer’s hard disk
