Dual-boot can be done with multiple operating systems in different folders on the same partition, but the more common situation is to use separate partitions as we have done

Upgrading to Windows 2000 Professional

Upgrading is convenient because you can retain software configurations and user preferences

Upgrade Process:

· Verify that the upgrade path is allowed
· Ensure that the hardware requirements are met
· Test hardware compatibility with one of the Windows 2000 Compatibility Tools
· Winnt32 /checkupgradeonly

· Chkupgrd.exe (a utility you can download from the Microsoft Web site)

· The result is saved as %systemroot%\WINNT32.LOG
Notes:

· Back up your hard disk before upgrading

· Upgrading fails sometimes, clean installs are more reliable

Not in textbook
1. Make sure your Win 2000 installation CD is in the CD drive.

2. Open a Command Prompt window and type E: Enter to make the CD-ROM the working drive.

3. Enter the command cd ENGLISH\WIN2000\PRO\I386
4. Enter the command WINNT /checkupgradeonly
5. A Microsoft Windows 2000 Readiness Analyzer window opens.  Click the Finish button.

6. Open the C:\WINNT folder (the default location of %systemroot%) and open the WINNT32.LOG file.  Scroll through it and see if there are any error messages.  Note that the last line shows 0KB copied because this was not a real installation, just a readiness analysis.
Upgrading Compatible Windows 95/98 Clients

Win 2000 is quite different from Win 95 and 98, so sometimes upgrade packs are required to make applications run under Win 2000.

· During the Win 2000 upgrade process, every application on the computer is scanned for known problems and upgrade packs are recommended as needed.

· Upgrade packs contain migration dynamic-link libraries (DLLs).

· That’s why you need to run the Readiness Analyzer before installation and check the report to see what packs will be needed.

Upgrading Compatible Windows NT Clients

· Win NT Workstation 3.51, Win NT Workstation 4.0, and Win 2000 Pro share common registry, file system, security, and operating system kernel structures

· Therefore, nearly all applications that run on Win NT Workstation 4.0 will run without modification on Win 2000 Pro

· So the upgrade usually runs through with no problem
Upgrading Windows NT 3.50 or Windows 3.1 Clients
Not in Book
· Win NT Workstation 3.50 and Windows 3.1 cannot be upgraded directly to Win 2000 Pro.

· You have to first upgrade them to Win NT Workstation 3.51 or 4.0, and then upgrade to Win 2000 Pro
Incompatible Systems

Systems running earlier versions of Windows can still operate on Win 2000 networks, but they will not be able to use all the Win 2000 features.

· Win NT Workstation 3.51 and  Win NT Workstation 4.0 clients can log on to a Win 2000 network using Active Directory, but cannot use all the advanced features of Win 2000
· Win 95 and 98 clients need to have the Directory Services Client installed to give them access to these Active Directory features:
· Site Awareness (the ability to find and log on to a nearby domain controller)

· Distributed File System (Dfs) Fault Tolerance Client
· DFS is a fault-tolerant way of storing data on several computers

· Win 95 or 98 clients with Directory Services Client can access the Dfs files

· NTLM Version 2 Authentication
· NTLM stands for NT LAN Manager
· NTML is an authentication method used to authenticate the computer and user to the domain

· NTLM version 2 is a more secure way of encrypting passwords than the earlier LM and NTLM methods

· NTLM version 2 stores passwords as 128-bit keys

· To install the Directory Services Client, insert a Win 2000 Server or Win 2000 Advanced Server CD and run \Clients\Win9x\Dsclient.exe
