Microsoft’s Definitions:
Printer: 
A software representation of a physical print device
Print driver: 
Software that converts print requests into the proper format for the physical print device
Print server: 
A computer that received and processes documents from client computers
Print device: 
The hardware device that produces the printed output
Print queue: 
The print jobs waiting to be printed at the print device: opened by double-clicking on a printer’s icon in the Printers folder in Control Panel
Steps in printing:
1. User generates a print job from an application
2. Print job sent to printer on a local machine

3. Printer sends the job to the print server
4. Print server uses printer driver to format the job and sends it to the print device
Activity: Connecting to a Local Print Device

Follow the steps in the book with these changes:
· In Step 3, Windows will not find a local printer, so click Next to install the printer manually

· In step 5, choose Manufacturer: Generic and Printers: Generic/Text Only
· In step 7, share the printer as Test Printer
· In step 8, don’t print a test page

Sharing a Local Printer

To configure sharing for an existing printer, right-click it and select Sharing.

· Note the Additional Drivers button, for use in a network with several different operating systems sharing the same printer.
Printers Permissions
Pages 140-141

To configure share permissions, right-click a printer it and select Properties, then click the Security tab.

· The three share permissions are Print, Manage Documents, and Manage Printers
· Permissions can be Allowed or Denied
· They are the same for FAT, FAT32 and NTFS system volumes

Connecting to a Shared Printer

There are several methods:
· The Add Printer wizard in the Printers folder of Control Panel
· The UNC name of a printer is either 

· \\Server_name\Printer_name or

· HTTP://Server_name/Printer_name

· Drag the printer from the Printers folder on a server to your Printers folder

· Right-click the printer icon in the Printers folder on a server and select Connect (you must not already be connected to the printer)
· Issue this command at a command prompt

· NET USE LPT1 \\servername\printer name 
Managing Printers

Assigning Forms to Paper Trays: Right-click the printer and select Properties. Click the Device Settings tab.
Setting Separator Pages
· Separator pages are printed before each print job to identify the user.

· Right-click the printer and select Properties. On the Advanced tab, click the Separator Page button.
· There are four default Separator Page Files provided with Windows 2000:

· Pcl.sep and Sysprint.sep print a page after switching to PCL or PostScript modes, respectively
· Pscript.sep switches the printer to PostScript mode but does not print a page
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Sysprintj.sep is a Japanese version of Sysprint.sep
· PCL (Printer Control Language) and PostScript are common printer languages
Pausing and Restarting Printers
· Double-click a printer in the Printers folder of Control Panel to open its print queue
· The Printer menu lets you Pause Printing, end the Pause, and Cancel all documents
Setting Print Priority and Printer Availability
· Right-click the printer and select Properties. On the Advanced tab, set Priority.  Higher numbers print first.
· To set different priorities for different users, create two (or more) printers and restrict access to them with share permissions

Advanced Printer Settings (see pages 146-147)
Activity: Viewing the location of the Print Spooler

· Open the Printers folder in Control Panel
· Select File, Server Properties
· Click the Advanced tab and observe the Spool Folder
Printer Pooling
Pages 147-148

A single printer can be directed to use a pool of printers, so that each job goes to the first available printer.
1. Enable Printer Pooling is a check box on the Ports tab of Printer Properties
2. Once that box is checked, select multiple ports, one for each printer

3. All pooled printers must use the same printer driver

4. Pooled printers should be located near one another

Activity: Redirecting Printers
Pages 148-149

If a printer fails, the pending print jobs can be redirected to another physical print device.  The new print device must be able to use the same printer driver.
Follow the instructions on pages 148 and 149 in your textbook to practice redirecting print jobs.  You will need to know your computer name for step 5: it is Winxx where xx is your station number (shown on the hard disk sitting on top of your computer).

Managing Print Jobs
Pages 150-151
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All print users can manage their own print jobs, and users with Manage Printers or Manage Documents permission can manage all print jobs.
Pausing, Restarting, and Canceling Print Jobs can all be done by right-clicking a print job in the print queue.  Double-click on a printer’s icon to open the print queue.
Setting Notifications and Priority Print Times: Double-click a print job in the print queue to open its Property sheet, as shown to the right on this page.  

· Notify will send a message when the print job is completed

· Priority controls which job prints first

· Schedule limits the time when a job can print
Managing Printers Using a Web Browser
Pages 151-153

1. Windows 2000 Professional allows you to manage printers from any computer using a Web browser.  The print server must have Internet Information Server (IIS) installed.

2. There is an error in the textbook on page 151 in the first paragraph after the header Managing Printers Using a Web Browser: Peer Web Services was a Windows NT product and is not used in Windows 2000.

3. The URL to access a printer is HTTP://print_server_name/printers
4. If you want to access printers on your local machine, you can also use the URL HTTP://localhost/printers
Activity: Managing Printers Using a Web Browser
Not in Textbook
A Machine without Internet Information Server (IIS)
1. Click Start, Settings, Printers and make sure that you have a shared printer named Printer1 and shared as HP1.  Note your computer’s name, which will be Winxx where xx is the station number written on the hard disk on top of your system unit.

2. Open Internet Explorer and enter this URL in the Address Bar
HTTP://Winxx/printers
3. Press the Enter key.  Your browser should show a 404 error message, because your machine is not running IIS.  
Installing IIS

4. Make sure you are logged in as Administrator.

5. Close all windows and double-click Add/Remove Programs in Control Panel.  Click Add/Remove Windows Components.
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When the Windows Components Wizard box opens, notice that the Internet Information Server (IIS) box is not checked, because it is not installed on Windows 2000 Professional machines by default.

7. Check Internet Information Server (IIS) box and click the Next button.  Insert your installation CD when prompted to.  When the wizard finishes, click the Finish button and close Add/Remove Programs.
8. Close all windows and restart your machine.  Log in as Administrator.
Managing Printers Using a Web Browser Page on a Machine with Internet Information Server (IIS)
9. Open Internet Explorer and enter this URL in the Address Bar
HTTP://Winxx/printers
10. Press the Enter key.  Your browser should show a Web page that allows you to see and manage printers, as shown to the right on this page.
