Implementing Local Group Policy
Pages 388-391
Local Group Policy 

· A more complete set of tools to control the local computer configuration

· Includes the Security Settings that can be accessed from Control Panel, Administrative Tools, Local Security Policy
· Not normally used in domains, because it is overwritten by domain group policy objects

· Stored in Winnt\System32\GroupPolicy
· There are two ways to start the Group Policy Snap-in:

· Click Start, Run, and enter gpedit.msc 
· Open MMC and add the Group Policy snap-in, for the local computer (see p. 388)
Activity: Disabling Control Panel through Local Group Policy


Testing Control Panel

1. Click Start, Settings, Control Panel to open Control Panel.  This is just to verify that Control Panel is working.  Close Control Panel.

Adjusting Local Group Policy
2. Click Start, Run, and enter gpedit.msc to open Group Policy
3. Expand Local Computer Policy, User Configuration, Administrative Templates, and select Control Panel.

4. Double-click Disable Control Panel to open the Disable Control Panel Properties window.  Click the Explain tab and read the description.  Click the Policy tab and select Enabled.  Click OK.

5. Close the Group Policy window.

6. Click Start, Settings, and see if Control Panel is visible on the list.  Sometimes the new policy does not take effect right away, so it might still be visible.

7. To make sure the new Policy takes effect, click Start, Run, and enter the command secedit /refreshpolicy user_policy to reapply the local group policy.

8. Click Start, Settings, and see if Control Panel is visible on the list.  It should be gone now.

Restoring the Original Local Group Policy
9. Click Start, Run, and enter gpedit.msc to open Group Policy
10. Expand Local Computer Policy, User Configuration, Administrative Templates, and select Control Panel.

11. Double-click Disable Control Panel and select Not Configured.  Click OK.

12. Close the Group Policy window.

13. To make sure the new Policy takes effect, click Start, Run, and enter the command secedit /refreshpolicy user_policy to reapply the local group policy.

14. Click Start, Settings, Control Panel to open Control Panel.  This is just to verify that Control Panel is working.  Close Control Panel.
