Also, they were different kinds of News Cast recording all through the march. They were interviewing students and faculty, and sadly I wasn’t able to be interviewed. I had the opportunity to go inside of the Capital Building. I talked with one of the workers there. I asked him if the governor was there and if he is a nice boss. He responded that the governor was not there in this moment and he is a nice boss.

The march ended at 1:00 pm. I went back to my bus. One of the teachers gave us a little snack that contained a peanut butter and jelly sandwich, but I didn’t like it. The trip back was calm. Everybody was tired and most of them fell asleep. We arrived in the City around 3:55 pm. Thank God that we arrived safely.
