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The most important thing I have learned from the exercise to write again the sentences where I made mistakes is paying much more attention on my grammar. Many of my mistakes I could avoid fixing them before I give the assignment to the teacher because I have the main tools for doing it. I am more conscious about what grammar topics I need to improve and study more. The major mistake I have registered on my “Correction Collection” sheet is “WF” with 11 errors. I need to be awake to differentiate noun, adjective and verb forms.  The second main mistake is “WW” with 5 errors. I have more clear some of the grammar concepts after my mistakes. Others less frequent mistakes on my correction collection are “?” (1 error), “SS” (1), “VT” (2), “VF” (1), “WO” (1), “^” (4), “SS” (1), “delete” (3), “//” (1), “reverse order” (2), “RO” (3), “SS” (4), “SP” (2), “C” (2). The main mistake on my grammar diagnostic is “Adjective Clause” with 6 errors, and the others are “Adj.” (1error), 
“Prep P.” (3), “Inf.” (1), “Partic P.” (2), “Ger.” (1), “Noun C.” (2), “Passive V.” (3). Even though I do not like to repeat the same sentence many times when I have more than one error or re-write each sentence with my error like in my elementary school, I have to recognize and thank that this exercise has been useful for me. I pay more attention in order to not write more errors on my list. Thank you for let me noticing how lazy I am sometimes for not checking my grammar errors before! 
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
