Conditional, Present or Future

Form:    IF +S+ PRESENT TENSE FORM, S+PRESENT TENSE
Use:   
True, possible, or likely in the present
If you use your Longman dictionary regularly, your reading and grammar skills improve.  (You do.  They do.)
Form:    IF +S + PRESENT TENSE FORM, S+WILL+BASE VERB
Use:   
True, possible, or likely in the future
If you use your Longman dictionary regularly, your reading and grammar skills will improve. (You do.  They will.)  
Conditional, Present or Future unreal

Form:   IF + S + PAST TENSE FORM, S+WOULD+BASE VERB
Use:    untrue, impossible, or unlikely situations in the present or future

If you used your Longman dictionary regularly, your reading and grammar skills would improve. (You don’t.  They won’t.)  
Conditional, Past unreal

Form:  IF + S + PAST PERFECT TENSE FORM, S+WOULD HAVE + PP 

Use:   unreal situations in the past

If you had used your Longman dictionary regularly last year, your reading and grammar skills would have improved.
