Correcting Your Errors

--First record your errors on the yellow ESL Department Correction Symbol Guide. (Indicate date and assignment.)

--See how many errors of each kind you have made.  

--Put the number of errors in each category box.

--Create a separate sheet of binder paper for each kind of error that you have made.  (For example, one sheet for ss sentence structure and another sheet for vt tense)
--On the first line of your paper, where the title goes, write the kind of error. 

--Number each sheet according to the type of error.  (For example, #2 ss sentence structure…#4 vt tense)
--Then skip a line and write the error itself.  (Give enough of the context to show why it’s an error!)

--Then write the correction for the error.

--Put your name on the Cover Sheet, and write the date you’re submitting it.

--Number the sheet according to the type of error.  (There are 27 possible errors + 2 we will add.)

--On the first line of your paper, where the title goes, write the kind of error. 

--Then skip a line and write the error itself.  (Give enough of the context to show why it’s an error!)

--Then write the correction for the error.
