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FAIR is a web site at http://www.fair.org       FAIR is an acronym for Fairness and Accuracy in Reporting.   It’s a media watch group, which means that its purpose is to pay attention to media reports to make sure that they tell the truth and are not biased.  When FAIR thinks that a news report is biased or that news is being censored, it exposes the bias or censorship and asks readers to take action by writing to a newspaper or news station to protest.
