How to Fail

I will say one thing in all seriousness before I begin the parody:  I identify with students who work hard and still don’t succeed because I don’t always feel successful in spite of all my good intentions and a lot of hard work. You spend hours and hours reading your students’ papers and responding to what they’ve said and how they’ve said it.  But what if they can read what you’ve written?
