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There is a proverb that I really believe in, “Jack of all trades and master of none.” It means that you know a little about all things, but eventually you master nothing about one particular thing.


Sometimes you think you know many things overall; however, you cannot entirely master one thing at all. It is pathetic, isn’t it? Even though you make so much effort on what you have done, you are still an outsider to those who have already mastered this particular field. All because of not focusing on one field or one thing, you may fail in many fields together when they all come to your mind. When you have to handle all things together, your attention is focused on many subjects instead of one and sometimes it might distract your concentration.

Of course, I don’t suggest this kind of style because I have already had an experience on such things. I learned a lot of hobbies in my early ages, such as playing the guitar, playing the piano, swimming and so forth. Later on I found I was not good at any one special hobby that I learned. Also, because Chinese high school was extremely competitive, I quit those hobbies when I was in high school. I have to admit that the main reason for quitting is not because there is no time to practice, but because I don’t know which one I have more aptitude for and am able to handle proficiently when all the hobbies come to my mind in that limited time. After all, I was not good at any specific one of all those fields. 
All in all, I really hope all of you learn this proverb not from the surface meaning but from a deep understanding of what concerns you.  I strongly recommend this not only just from my regretful experience, but also for our future and career. Remember: Learn one thing and master it thoroughly.
