A written report gives information, answering the questions a reader has about who, what, where, when, why, how.
Nanette Asimov reports on education on a regular basis.  Here’s what she said about the CCSF garage sale in the newspaper article, “CCSF auction nets little, but artwork may help 2 classes,” October 30, 2009.  (Why does the headline/title call the flea market/garage sale an auction?)


In cold hard cash, the big San Francisco College Garage Sale netted just $4,647.17 last weekend—not enough to save even one of the hundreds of classes being canceled due to the state’s budget crisis.  Each costs $6,000.


But college officials say they hope to restore two classes next spring after all because alongside the books, handbags and decorative hair pins donated to the garage sale were a Jacques Villon drawing, a Philip Pearlstein lithograph, and etching by Johnny Friedlander, and a pair of oil paintings by Zubel Kachadoorian and Jose Rovers.

…The five works of art combined are appraised at about $4,100.  If the school can sell the art—as well as collect on pledges of $2,200 and persuade the college’s foundation to kick in about $1,000—then the two classes can be reinstated, said Board of Trustees President Milton Marks.

This is just the beginning of her article, which is 14-paragraphs long.  But she answers a lot of those questions.  Which one does she NOT answer directly?  Is the answer implied?
What is she reporting on?

Who had it?

When did it take place?

Where did it take place? 

Why did it take place?  

How much did it earn?

What were some items sold there?

What did college officials say they hope to do?

How will they be able to do this?
