Copy and Paste

Watch your teacher demonstrate how to copy and paste. Talk over the steps with a partner before you begin.
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1. Scroll down. Read each question, think and decide which auxiliary verb you need.
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Move the cursor to the middle of the auxiliary verb. Double click to select.
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Move your mouse to the copy icon in the upper left corner. Click it one time and  the computer copies it for you. (You won’t see the copy yet.)

4. Move the cursor back to the question. Click one time at the place you want to put the auxiliary verb.

5. Move your mouse up to the corner again. Click Paste. Watch! The computer will put the verb in the question for you. You don’t need to type the verb!

6. Repeat for the other questions.

4) Choose paste.

· Right click again to open the menu. Choose paste. You are finished!
